12.02.1970 and G.O.(MS) No. 9/78/G.Edn. Dated 21.01.1978 to the wives
of Jawans in the matter of recruitment as Teachers, if they possess the
prescribed qualifications. Soldiers in active service and those working in
Base Establishment are included under the term “Jawans'. Wives of Jawans
should note in the application that they are wives of Jawans. Such
candidates should obtain proper certificates from the Officer Commanding
stating the name, military rank and military address of their husbands and
produce the same as and when required by the Commission (G.O (MS) No.
