Environmental Movements and Acts of the Govt.

* Sillent valley is an area of tropical evergreen forests in kerala
which is rich in biodiversity, The  environmentalists and lo-
cal people strongly objected to the hydel power project be-

ing setup in 1973. under pressure, the govt had to declare
it the national reserve forest in 1985.

* The Apikko Movement was launched in 1983 in Karanataka
by Pandurang Hedge. Its main objectives were afforesta-
tion as well as development, conservation and proper utili-
zation of forests in the best manner. The meaning of ‘apikko’
is to express ones affecton for a tree by embracing it.

* The chipko movement was launched in 1973 from Gopeshwar
in Chamoli District, Uttarakhand to prevent illegal cutting of
trees. Sunderlal Bahuguna and Chandi Prasad Bhatt were
the leaders of this movement. Involvement of women was
the most notable characteristic of this movement.

* Naramada Bachao movement was against the building of
dams on the Narmada for the production of hydroelectricity
since 1985. Medha Patkar has been the leader of this
aandolan who got support from the Arundhati Roy, Baba
Amte and Aamir Khan.

1995 Human Development Report. The GII's  dimension of repro-
ductive health has two indicators (1) The Maternal Mortality Ratio
(MMR) and the Adoloscent Fertility Rate (AFR).The empowerment
dimension is measured by two indicators (1) The share of parlia-
mentary seats held by each sex and (II) higher education attain-
ment levels. According to the 2019 report India ranks 112th posi-
tion in Gender Inequality Index
The Multidimensional Poverty Index (MPI) was developed in 2010
by Oxford Poverty and Human Development initiative and the
UNDP and uses different factors to determine poverty beyond
income based lists. It replaced the Human Poverty Index. The
MPI is an index of actute multidimensional poverty which shows
the number of people who are multidimensionally poor and the
number of the deprivations with which poor households typically
contend. Health education and standard of living are the three
dimensions of MPI  which are measured using 10 indicators (given
in brackets). Health (child mortality nutrition), Education (years of
schooling children enrolled), Living Standards (cooking fuel, toi-
let, water, electricity, floor, assets). According to the latest report
23% (1.3 billion) are identified multidimensionally poor in India.
The Human Development Index (HDI) is a composite statistics of
life effect expectancy, education and income indices to rank coun-
tries into four tiers of human development. It was created by the
Economist Mahbub-Ul- Haq (1995) followed by economist Amartya
sen Published by the UNDP. According to the HDI report 2019,
published by UNDP rank of India is 130.
National happiness index 2019 - Happiness report released on
March 20 make the world happiness day. Finland is the happiest
country in the world with Denmark, Norway, Iceland and Nether-
lands holding the top positions. In India there has been a 6% drop
from 83 % in 2018 to 77%  in 2019. In the National Happiness
Index List 2019 India is in 140th position in a list of 156 countries
which is lower than the rank of India in 2018 (132nd).

Balance of payment of a country can be defined as a systematic
statement of all economic transactions of a country with the rest
of the World during a specific period usually 1 year. All trades
conducted by both the private and public sector are  accounted
for in the BOP inorder to determine how much money is going in
and out of a country. For preparing BOP accounts, economic trans-
actions between a country and rest of the world are grouped un-
der three categories viz - Current Account, Capital Account and
Financial Account.
Current Account includes export and import of goods and ser-
vices ie visible and invisible trade. Within the current account are
credits and debits  on the trade of merchandise, which includes
goods such as raw materials and manufactured goods that are
bought, sold or given away. Receipts from income generating
assets such as  stocks (in the form of dividends) are also recorded
in the current account.
The Capital Account is Where all International transfers  are re-
corded. It includes inflow and outflow of capital including foreign
investment, gold and Foreign Exchange Reserves.
In the Financial Account International Monetary flows related to
investment in business, real estate, bonds and stocks are docu-
mented.
When the revenue of the government is shorter than its expendi-
ture then this situation is dealt  by printing more currency,  buying
from public and foreign institution. This temporary arrangement
of the money is known as deficit financing.
India's external debt stock stood at US $ 519.8 billion at  end
March 2019 as against US $ 446.3 billion at end March 2014.
